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Structural Equation Model of Factors Affecting Thai Tourist Loyalty

toward National Parks Land in Southern Thailand

Abstract
The purpose of this study was to test a structural equation model of
factors affecting Thai tourist loyalty toward national land parks in Southern
Thailand. Drawn by accidental sampling, the subjects of the study were composed
of 800 Thai tourists who visited national land parks in Southern Thailand. The
model studied included five latent variables hypothesized as factors affecting
tourist loyalty: corporate social responsibility, destination image, perceived value,
tourist satisfaction and tourist complaints. The results revealed that corporate
social responsibility, destination image, perceived value, tourist satisfaction and

tourist complaints directly and indirectly affected tourist loyalty.
